APPLICATION FOR ADMISSION

Application for Admission and other required documents must be completed and submitted directly to the PCC Office of Admissions & Financial Aid.

1. All applicants (except Returning Applicants) must submit completed ADMISSIONS APPLICATION form.

2. All applicants must pay a $10.00 non-refundable APPLICATION FEE to Palau Community College.
3. All applicants must submit other required documents, stated below, based on their application status:

x First Time College Applicant ( Applicants are considered first-time college students if they enroll at the college for the first time after
graduating from high school): +Submit an official high school or GED transcript directly from your high school.

x Transfer Applicant ( Applicants are considered transfer students if they have enrolled in another accredited postsecondary institution
since graduating from high school): - If you have eamed less than 12 semester credits (non-remedial), submit an official high
school transcript directly from your high school. Students who wish to have course work other than high school (such as
college/university) considered for transfer purposes should have official transcripts and course descriptions sent directly to the
PCC Office of Admissions & Financial Aid.

X International Applicant (Applicants from countries other than the Republic of Palau, the Federated States of Micronesia, Republic of
the Marshall Islands, the Commonwealth of the Northern Marianas Islands, the Commonwealth of Guam, and the U.S.A are classified as
international students):

1. Submit official, certified copies of all non-US School transcripts/grades with official school seal.  Transcripts and/or
course descriptions must be translated with certified English translation.

2. Submit Proof of English language proficiency by providing an official score of 500 or higher on the Test of English as a
Foreign Language (TOEFL) reported directly by Testing Service (ETS).

3. Submit Affidavit of Financial Support *Certified and Sealed Statement from a bank member of Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation (FDIC) showing proof of funds for at least $15,000 in U.S. dollars for each year to cover the educational
eXpenses.

4. Provide copy of Student Visa and permit number upon arrival and must comply with all applicable immigration laws of the
Republic of Palau.

x Dual Enrollment Applicant (Selected high school juniors & seniors to earn college credits prior to high school graduation): Submit
an official high school transcript directly from your high school.

X Returning Applicant (A student who was last enrolled at PCC and is returning to the college after an absence of one or more
semesters): Submit a completed Readmission Form directly to the Office of Registration and Records with a $10.00 non-
refundable processing fee. Students who have not enrolled classes for the past five years must fill out an application form as
well as submit all required documents.

4, HEALTH EXAMINATION form =+ All classified students are required to have the health form completed and submitted directly to
the Office of Admissions & Financial Aid. All Health Examination become college property and will not be given to or reproduced
for student.

b. The student must have successfully completed high school or college where English was the language of instruction in an English-
speaking country.

c. The student must submit a copy of transcript from the high school or college last attended with at least a cumulative GPA of 2.00

d. The student must achieve a score of at least 600 on the institutional TOEFL test and an average score of 4 on the writing portion of the
institutional test.

STUDENT CLASSIFICATION

1._Classified Student:
A classified student is one who is admitted to a prescribed program of study leading to a degree.

A. DEGREE STUDENT

A student enrolled in the liberal arts and/or vocational/occupational program who is pursuing a degree such as Associate
of Applied Science (AAS), Associate of Science (AS), Associate of Arts (AA), or Associate in Technical Studies
(ATS) refer to definitions below:

x Associate of Applied Science degree (AAS)

Awarded to students who successfully complete at least 60 semester credits of occupational and related general educational courses.
This degree does not require TOEFL test as an entrance into program (except Nursing [NU] +450 or higher).

x Associate of Science degree (AS)

Awarded to students who successfully complete at least 60 semester credits of occupational and related general educational courses.
This degree requires TOEFL score of 500 or higher as an entrance into the program.

x Associate of Arts degree (AA)

This program is designed for students wishing to complete the first two years of general college work prior to transferring to a four-
year college or university, or for students desiring two years of general education beyond high school. This degree requires TOEFL
score of 500 or higher as an entrance into the program.

x Associate of Technical Studies degree (ATS)

Awarded to students who successfully complete at least 60 semester credits. This degree provides students with skills and
knowledge for gainful employment or to pursue a degree at four-year colleges/universities. Courses for this degree must be
customized by following the AA degree curriculum format plus specialized area courses. This degree requires TOEFL score of 500 or
higher as an entrance into the program.

B. Conditional Student:
A student admitted into a degree program on conditional status because of academic deficiencies.

2. Undeclared Student:

A student who wishes to pursue a degree but have not decided on his/her major (Need to decide by the end of the first
semester).

3. Unclassified Student
A student who is not pursuing a degree but who will earn grade(s) and college credits for courses taken.

4. Enrichment Student:

An individual who registers to audit course(s) for personal enrichment purposes. He/she is not working toward degree and will
not earn grades or college credits.

5. Dual Student:

Qualified high school juniors and seniors who are accepted for enrollment. A dual student cannot declare major; however,
grades/credits earned are entered in the permanent records. Upon graduation from high school, dual enroliment student can be
classified (degree student) and use grades/credits earned under dual enroliment to fulfill program requirements.
