WELCOME TO PALAU COMMUNITY COLLEGE! 
 
As a prospective student, you are probably interested in affordable, and convenient on-campus housing. 
This material contains information necessary to help you for your housing needs at Palau Community 
College (PCC).  
 
The dormitories are an integral part of PCC community.  Students from the Marshalls, Federated States of 
Micronesia, and few residents from Republic of Palau are house on campus.  A primary goal of the 
Housing Program is to provide an atmosphere that compliment the education objective of the residents. 
 
There are two live-in staff trained to assist students in their living environment. 
 
 
FACILITIES & FURNISHINGS 
 
The dormitories at PCC consist of three-two story concrete buildings.  There are two buildings with same 
facilities of single, double, and triple rooms. There is a study hall per building, two small lounges and a 
centralized bathroom on each floor. The third dormitory has all triple rooms with private bathroom. 
 
Each room is furnished with twin-sized beds, lockers, curtains, and wastebasket. Residents must supply 
their own towels, clothes hangers, pillows, bedding and electrical fan. Residents are responsible to clean 
their own rooms. Student Housing does not have cleaning service so residents are scheduled, on a rotation 
basis, to clean public areas such as bathrooms, hallways, porches and surrounding yards. These are house 
chores as dormitories are considered “your home”. Student Housing provides a centralized laundromat, 
(with coin-operated washers/dryers at $0.50 per wash/dry), two television lounges, Recreation Pool 
Room, a volleyball court and basketball court within the dormitory premises. 
 
 
BOARD PLAN 
 
The meal program is administered by the College. Residents are served meals in the Cafeteria Dining 
Room. All residents are required to be on a full meal plan. The Cafeteria serves a maximum of 21 meals 
per week. Breakfast, lunch and dinner are served on Monday through Sunday.
